Day 1 

Chicago City Tour (12/26 Wednesday)  
Hotel: Best Western O’Hare or equivalent   

 
This tour will show you the best of Chicago in one day. You will take a walk in the Millennium Park, a 
combination of stunning architecture, sculpture and landscape design located in the heart of downtown 
Chicago, where is one of the best public spaces that you can find on earth; go through Cloud Gate, the 
impressive signature urban sculpture of Chicago. Take a break at the Clarence Buckingham Memorial 
Fountain, one of the world's largest artificial fountains, and at the Navy Pier, the former Navy training 
center, which is the most visited lakeshore park in central United States now. You will also take an 
exclusive tour of the Chicago Theatre, an exquisite French Baroque style theatre. Another stop is 
Michigan Ave, the Magnificent Mile, where the Art Institute of Chicago, Grant Park, shopping malls and 
boutique stores, and the historical Chicago Water Tower are located. To have the best view of this 
famous city, you will go up to the 360 CHICAGO which soars 1,000 feet above Lake Michigan and the 
city’s majestic skyline to offer the most breathtaking views of downtown Chicago, the lakefront and four 
neighboring states: Illinois, Indiana, Michigan, and Wisconsin. It newly presents an enclosed, glass and 
steel moveable platform that tilts outward 304 meter above the Magnificent Mile and safely holds up to 



eight visitors at a time, which will be another thrilling experience for whom like to challenge themselves.  
Famed for its bold architecture, it has a skyline bristling with skyscrapers.  Chicago is also the birthplace 
of skyscrapers. A walking tour is one of the best ways to learn more about this famous architectural city. 
Our Tour Guide will lead you to walk along the beautiful Chicago River, appreciating several world-
famous buildings in Chicago.   
 
 

Day 2 
Chicago – Detroit (12/27 Thursday) 
Hotel: Quality Inn & Suites North Youngstown or equivalent 

 
 

In the morning, we are heading to the capital of automobiles, Detroit. We will stop at the headquarters of 
the General Motors Company and take pictures. We will then visit Henry Ford Museum, which is 
sponsored by the Ford Motor Company. It is the second-largest carmaker in the United States. It’s said 
that where cars exist, there is a Ford. The exhibitions not only show the history of Ford but also reveal the 
process of American Industrial Revolution. The collection contains many rare exhibits including John F. 
Kennedy's presidential limousine, Abraham Lincoln's chair from Ford's Theatre, Thomas Edison's 
laboratory, the Wright Brothers' bicycle shop, and the Rosa Parks bus. 
 
 

Day 3 
Detroit – Pittsburgh – Washington, D.C. (12/28 Friday)  
Hotel: Comfort Inn Capital Beltway or equivalent 

 
 
In the morning, we will leave for Pittsburgh, "the Steel City" which is famous for its more than 300 steel-
related businesses and "the City of Bridges" for its 446 bridges. The Point State Park, at the confluence of 
three rivers, gives you a fabulous view of Pittsburgh. Then we will head to Washington D.C. and visit the 
Lincoln Memorial, the Reflecting Pool, the Vietnam Veterans Memorial, and the Korean War Memorial. 
Besides, we can take photos of the White House and the U.S. Capitol from outside due to the limitation of 
visit time for the public. Furthermore, you surely don’t want to miss the opportunity to take a cruise for 
sightseeing of the town on the Potomac River! Along the way, you will see and pass by the Washington 
Monument, the World War II Memorial, the Thomas Jefferson Memorial, etc. 
 
 

Day 4 
Baltimore – Hershey – Lancaster – Philadelphia – New Jersey (12/29 Saturday)

Baltimore, Maryland's largest city and economic hub, is recognized by its beautiful inner harbor where sits 
the Fort McHenry, birthplace of the U.S. national anthem, “The Star-Spangled Banner”. The waterfront, 
Baltimore’s hub for tobacco trade with England in its earliest days, is surrounding by shops, restaurants 
and attractions that lure tourists and residents today. Then, we will be heading to the famous Hershey’s 
Chocolate World located in Hershey, Pennsylvania. There, we will enjoy the exciting 4D Chocolate 
Mystery Show. You will also have a chance to taste the delicious, freshly made chocolate!   
We will also travel to Lancaster County, Pennsylvania, to visit the Amish Village. Despite the development 
of the contemporary technologies in the 21st century, the Amish still live a rural way of life. They enjoy 
their simple and strict life and keep away from light, phone, and TV. Amish life is always remarkable in the 
trip with such a huge contrast with the modern social values. Later, drive north to Philadelphia where is 



known as the birthplace of American democracy. At the Independence National Historical Park, tour guide 
will arrange a free time for guests to walk around.

Day 5 
New York City (12/30 Sunday)

At a first glance, travelling around the entire of New York City within a day seems like a mission 
impossible; however, we are delivering this promise and make this mission possible!  By visiting various 
famous landmarks and museums in NYC, you are going to feel the core spirit of New York and learn more 
of its unique history!

Of course, we will not miss the famous 
Metropolitan Museum of Art. The Metropolitan Museum of Art is the largest art museum in the United 
States with collections of more than 2 million works of art. We will conclude today’s excitement in Times 
Square. There you will have a chance to visit the world-famous Madame Tussauds Wax Museum and 
take fun photos with wax sculptures of American and international celebrities. We will have dinner at 
Times Square before returning to hotel. 
 

 

Day 6 
New Year Times Square Countdown (12/31 Monday) 
Hotel: Somerset, Holiday Inn Somerset or equivalent 

 

Our New Year’s Eve will start with our visit to the world's famous financial and securities trading center – 
Wall Street, taking pictures with the symbol of New York Stock Exchange - Charging Bull, and visiting 
Trinity Church (Outside). Then we will be heading to the internationally known Brooklyn Bridge. You will 
have a chance to cross the bridge on foot and feel awed by this spectacular mega construction in the 
history of human civil engineering. We will also enjoy a leisurely lunch in Manhattan’s Chinatown, the 
oldest Chinatown in New York City. After lunch, we will visit the most “luxury” street in the world, the Fifth 
Avenue. There, we will visit Rockefeller Center, a noted commercial complex built in the 1930s. In the 
afternoon, we will arrive in the Times Square countdown area and get ready to celebrate the coming of 
2019 with thousands of visitors from all over the world! During that time, roads around the countdown 
zone will be closed for pedestrian only; you can freely enjoy the bright lights of Times Square and 
experience the world-famous New Year Eve’s celebrations.

1. You may walk to Times Square and watch performances before the countdown. At the same time, 
the countdown zone will be closed for pedestrians only; you may experience the world-famous New Year 
street celebrations to witness the historic moment. (Free of charge)
