In the morning, we will visit the One World Observatory. One World Trade Center, as the icon of New
York, is located at the southwest most of Manhattan, is the highest skyscraper in New York and America,
at same time, it is ranked No.4 in the world with the height of 1,776ft. This number is exactly same as the
year of the Declaration of Independence post. Upon entry, Guests are greeted in the Global Welcome
Center, where a large video board features salutation in an array of languages, and a dynamically
generated world map highlights the hometowns of visitors. After, guests will have chance to experience a
program titled “Voices,” which tells the personal stories of the men and women who built One World
Trade Center. Next, “Foundations” provides Guests with a close-up view of the very bedrock on which the
building stands.
