Day 1: Chicago-Detroit

Corning
Glass Museum is the world’s biggest glass museum. It exhibits a wide range of various artificial
glass products. We can also watch the glass blowing show to feel the magic of the ancient and
ingenious technology. Visitors can shop in the souvenir shop of first floor, and it offers glass
products and kitchen utensils. We will continue our tour to Watkins Glen, which is also known as
Millennium Glen. It is the called the most beautiful place in the upstate New York. Walk along
the Gorge trail to the end, we will see more than 20 distinctive waterfalls, such as Rainbow Falls,
waterfall chains, infinite waterfalls, and so on. We will also pass through hanging stone bridge,

It is the most
spectacular landscape area in the Eastern United States. Between canyon and cliffs where
Genesee River flows through, you can feel the shocking roars of three waterfalls. We will have
the opportunity to ride on rubber boat and experience thrilling White River Canyon rafting, which
gives us a closer feel to the nature’s charm.
