By afternoon, we will head to the second largest shopping mall in
Florida -- Sawgrass Mills Mall.

It is estimated the whirlpool formed approximately 4,200 years ago by the upstream
erosion of the Niagara escarpment by Niagara River. Old Fort Niagara is a rich historic landmark;
it spans more than 300 years. Its commanding presence on the great lake caused it to play a
critical role in the French and Indian War, the American Revolution and the War of 1812. The
gorgeous Lake Ontario lies behind the Fort. At dusk, there will be an exciting Traditional Native
American Dance Show, and the night will be ended with the beautiful native singing and the
gorgeous traditional dancing!
