Day 1 Hometown — Washington, D.C.

When the night falls, Washington turns into a different city. See all the major sights and monuments of
Washington DC lit up for the night on this comprehensive tour of the nation’s capital. With enjoyment of
the tranquility, our tour will include the Air Force Memorial where you can easily overlook the Pentagon
and the skyline of the capitol city, the waterside of Reflecting Pool where you can look up at the gorgeous

It is estimated the whirlpool formed approximately 4,200 years ago
by the upstream erosion of the Niagara escarpment by Niagara River. Old Fort Niagara is a rich historic
landmark; it spans more than 300 years. Its commanding presence on the great lake caused it to play a
critical role in the French and Indian War, the American Revolution and the War of 1812. The gorgeous
Lake Ontario lies behind the Fort. Upon the tour completion, Guests can choose either to stay in the falls
park for self-tour or to take an In-depth Tour ($25/person) of Niagara Whirlpool State Park and the U.S.
historic landmark - Old Fort Niagara. Then we will visit the Museum of Glass in Corning before checking
