Experience time is around 60 minutes, including 15 minutes principle
explanation and shooting instruction. Each participant will have an opportunity to experience a 9mm caliber pistol
and rifle, three shooting range targets, a box of 9mm ammunition (50 rounds). Each participant will receive a
commemorative T-shirt and a set of protective gear.
