Along the street of design district, all kinds of
novel stores align in order, which attracts you to enter for a glance at because of the personal tastes and
styles of owners showed in the decoration of the stores. Design District is not only the gallery and the
stage of art, also the "Mecca’ of upscale shopping, including Christian Louboutin, Prada, Louis Vuitton,
Hermes, Celine, Christian Dior, Cartier, and so forth. You will be also impressed by the exquisite loft and
the retro refrigerator in those boutiques and home decoration stores close to them. Then, we will head to
the second largest shopping mall in Florida -- Sawgrass Mills Mall, an outlet selling medium and top
brands.

Day 5 Fort Lauderdale — West Palm Beach — Palm Beach — Home
we will directly go to West Palm Beach, Lion Country Safari and Palm Beach (no shopping at

This park is also claimed to be the first ‘cageless zoo' in the United States. After, we will go to West Palm
Beach. West Palm Beach is 70 miles distance from the north of Miami connected to the Palm Beach by
cross-sea Bridge. Palm Beach is viewed as America’s “Riviera” which has 47 miles long coastline,
thousands of restaurants, sea-view mansions, luxury hotels, over 200 museums, 170 golf courses, in the
romantic European artistic feeling. As ‘the city of culture in Florida’, West Palm Beach has been the first
one vacation place over 100 years, where American rich people escape from the winter and enjoy the
beautiful scenery of Atlantic Ocean. In addition, we will also see the Henry Morrison Flagler Museum
from outside, which is known as Whitehall with 55-room in Palm Beach. When it was established in 1902,
the New York Herald proclaimed that Whitehall, Henry Flagler's Gilded Age estate in Palm Beach, was
"more wonderful than any palace in Europe, grander and more magnificent than any other private
dwelling in the world”. Spend time at the Worth Avenue in Palm Beach, an upscale shopping district
which was ranked as the one of the top 3 "Most Iconic™ streets in America at 2013. At night, live in the
hotel around the Kennedy Space Center.

Day 6 Kennedy Space Center (Admission Not Included)

Kennedy Space Center, located on the east coast of Florida, KSC is adjacent to Cape Canaveral Air Force
Station (CCAFS) which was established by July, 1962. From the Visitor Complex, guests will view
rockets from all eras of space exploration in the Rocket Garden. In addition, walk beneath a massive
Saturn V rocket, one of the most powerful ever built. Also guests will have chance to be at the
Apollo/Saturn V Center and relive Neil Armstrong's first steps on the moon and experience the
thunderous rumble of a rocket lift-off! The tour will continue with two IMAX space movies played on
five story screens — Magnificent Desolation, they are: “Walking on the Moon 3D” and “Space Station
3D”, which takes you on a virtual trip to the International Space Station. Later, guests will board a full-
size Space Shuttle mock-up and strap in for a virtual launch into space on the Shuttle Launch Experience.
Orbit the earth in this awesome simulation replicating the sights, sounds and feelings of an authentic
shuttle launch. The duration of KSC visiting is from 9:00am — 2:00pm.
