Day 2: Washington D.C. -New York

If time permits, we will be visiting the Madame Tussands in 

Washington D.C. which is the only attraction you can get close to the “44 presidents” of US. 

We will have the chance to explore the inner structure of The White House, taking 

photographs with Oval Office desk aka The Resolute Desk. The great names will be 

memorized and honored forever.  By the end of the day, our tour will head back to New York 

metropolitan area.
