Day 1 

Houston-Lacassine-Biloxi 
Hotel: Holiday Inn or equivalent 

 
We start the amazing tour in the morning. At first, we will visit Bayou Rum it is distilled from locally grown 
sugarcane in southern Louisiana, USA. The signature “sugarhouse” recipe uses a blend of 100% natural, 
unrefined Louisiana sugarcane and molasses. Every batch of Bayou Rum is copper pot-distilled and 
bottled by hand. 

In the afternoon we will arrive Biloxi, Mississippi. Biloxi is one of the oldest communities in the country, 
having first been settled in 1699. Today, the city is a cultural melting pot, with a year ’round schedule of 
celebrations, set against a backdrop of sugar-white sand beaches, great deep-sea or freshwater fishing, 
an array of championship golf courses, museums and historic sites, tantalizing seafood restaurants, and 
the excitement of 24-hour non-stop casino resorts.

The Fountain of Youth is a spring that supposedly restores the youth of anyone who drinks or bathes in 
its waters. Tales of such a fountain have been recounted across the world for thousands of years, 
appearing in writings by Herodotus.

Panama City beach
